This is an update of the first edition, and it is quite different.Leeming has added a bunch of material
to the first, and dropped some things.At first | was excited to get it, but it did not live up to my
hopes.The first drawback is that the new stuff is often just analysis rather than the stories
themselves.

Also, Leeming often just quotes himself from his other books, so the new material seems tired and
